· Academic Merit Application - Complete the Academic Merit Award application.  Under the "Activities" sections of the application list any honors, awards, leadership positions and/or responsibilities.  Please do not use acronyms without at least first indentifying the acronym and even explaining the group if someone may be unfamiliar with it.

· Academic Transcript - Provide the Foreign Service Youth Foundation with: (1) SAT scores, (2) your unweighted and weighted grade point average for grade 9 through the first semester of 12th grade, (3) an official transcript (You may provide an unofficial copy of your transcript if that will delay your on-time submission.  The transcript must be clearly marked unofficial and an official transcript MUST be received by March 1, 2012 in order for you to receive the award should you win).  If you attend a non-American school, obtain an equivalent record.  

· Essay - Write a minimum of one page but no longer than two-page, double-spaced (Times New Roman 12-point font) essay on, "How has growing up as a Foreign Service Third-Culture Kid (TCK) influenced your choice of college, major and ambitions?"  Spelling, grammar, and content will be taken into consideration when scoring the essays.  Include your name on the essay. Essays are worth 20 points.
· Membership – FSYF family membership dues must be current as of February 1, 2012 for your application to be considered.

All submissions must arrive together in one package at the FSYF office no later than the February 1, 2012 deadline. INCOMPLETE applications will NOT be considered for this award.  FSYF is unable to track down missing components. The applicant is solely responsible for the on-time delivery of all required material.
