Previous FSYF Academic Merit Scholarship winners are ineligible.
Criteria
3. Students will be judged on the following:
· Grade point average
· Higher-level classes taken
· Activities while in high school, including community service
· Two-page essay
· And any special circumstances affecting academic performance

4. The deadline for application submissions is March 2, 2022.
